Chuck DeVore is a common sense 
conservative candidate for United States 
Senate in 2010 against Barbara Boxer.  He 
was elected in 2004 and reelected in 2006 
and 2008.  Chuck represents 500,000 
constituents in the State Assembly and is 
Vice Chairman of the Assembly Committee 
on Revenue and Taxation. He also serves on 
the Veterans Affairs Committee and the 
Joint Legislative Audit Committee.  During 
this time he has been honored as the 
Legislator of the Year by seven groups:  the 
California Veterans of Foreign Wars, the 
California chapter of the American Legion, 
the California State Commanders Veterans 
Council, the Southern California Contractors 
Association, the Young Republican 
Federation of California, the California 
College Republicans and the Republican 
Party of Orange County.  

Chuck served as a Reagan White House 

appointee in the Pentagon from 1986 to 
1988.  As Special Assistant for Foreign 
Affairs, his duties included working with 
Congress to advance the President's foreign 
and military policy.  In 1983 he enlisted in 
the United States Army Reserve and 
retired from the Army National Guard with 
the rank of Lieutenant Colonel after 24 years 
of service.     

Chuck authored the internationally 
acclaimed novel, China Attacks.  Written in 
1999 and translated into Chinese in 2000, 
the book, banned in China, sells well in 
Taiwan where Chuck met with the 
Taiwanese government and military leaders 
in 2001 as well as in 2005. 

Chuck and his wife Diane were married in 
1988 and have two daughters.  Diane is a 
credentialed teacher and a member of the 
Federation of Republican Women.

So God created man in his own image, in the image of God he created him; 

            male and female he created them.  Genesis 1:27 (NIV) 

            Therefore, whatever you want men to do to you, do also to them, for this is the Law 

   and the Prophets.  Matthew 7:12 (Orthodox Study Bible) 

The pagan idea of man and government is based on the assumed inequality of man. The individual is 
valuable only in so much as he is part of the political fabric, able to contribute to the benefit of the state. 
The state is regarded as of paramount importance, not the individual. The individual exists for the state, 
not the state for the individual. 

Our founding fathers were the product of education in the home and at the feet of learned men, many of 
them colonial ministers. Since their primary textbook had been the Bible, their thinking started with the 
idea that God had created all men and women in his own image, and the logical extension that the 
individual is important. Further academic study in History and Moral Philosophy revealed to them the 
difference between a pagan and a Judeo-Christian idea of man.

“When in the Course of human events, it becomes necessary for one people to dissolve the political 
bands which have connected them with another, and to assume among the powers of the earth, the 
separate and equal station to which the Laws of Nature and of Nature’s God entitle them, a decent 
respect to the opinions of mankind requires that they should declare the causes which impel them to 
separation. 

We hold these truths to be self-evident, that all men are created equal, that they are endowed by their 
Creator with certain inalienable Rights, that  among these are Life, Liberty and the pursuit of Happiness---
That to secure these rights, Governments are instituted among Men, deriving their just powers from the 
consent of the governed,…”

      General George Washington, January 14, 1776 

Born in Tidewater, Virginia on February 11, 1732 (by the Old Style calendar), George 
Washington was the great-grandson of John Washington, who had emigrated from 
Northampton, England, in 1657.  His father, Augustine Washington, was a tobacco 
planter also known for his “noble appearance and manly proportions.”  His mother, 
Mary Ball, was widowed when Washington was eleven.  Because of the family’s reduced 

circumstances, he had had little education – only seven or eight years of schooling by private tutor, 
no training in Latin or Greek or law, as had so many prominent Virginia patriots – and, as those close 
to him knew, he was self-conscious about this. 

By steady application he had learned to write in a clear, strong hand and to express himself on 
paper with force and clarity. He learned to dance, he enjoyed parties and particularly the company 
of attractive women.  As would be said of British officers, he “liked his glass, his lass, his game of 
cards,” though gambling never became the obsession it was for so many of his counterparts on the 
British side. 

The great teacher for Washington was experience.  It was also a matter of record that Washington 
had been retired from military life for fifteen years, during which he had not even drilled a militia 
company.  His only prior experience had been in backwoods warfare – a very different kind of 
warfare – and most notably in the Braddock campaign of 1755, which had been a disaster.  He was 
by no means an experienced commander. He had never led an army in battle, never before 
commanded anything larger than a regiment.  And never had he directed a siege. 

Washington was quite aware of his limitations. In formal acceptance of the new command (leading 
the American revolutionary armies), on June 16, 1775, standing at his place in Congress, he had

The Governor proposed his 2010-11 Budget plan on Monday 
afternoon, but even before the proposal, there was controversy. 
Assemblyman Chuck DeVore released his proposal last week that 
would fill $16 billion dollars of the near $21 billion dollar budget 
deficit, mainly by drilling off the coast. The Governor did not 
mention off-shore drilling when introducing his budget. Instead he 
focused on federal relief funding and the state pushing for more… 
$8 billion dollars to be exact. The Legislative Analyst Office (LAO) 
of California stated in their Budget Analysis that the Governor’s 
expectations are “way too high.” Instead, the LAO thought the 
Legislature should anticipate about half that. The Governor did 
not continue furloughs for state workers, as predicted. The LAO 
urged the Legislature to seek long-term budget solutions, unlike 
last year’s “one-time” budget resolutions. Governor 
Schwarzenegger proposed deep cuts to health care, education, 
and state employee paychecks. But it won’t be easy. Democrats 
have already come back with tax raising revenue, like 
Assemblyman Torrico’s (D-20) AB 656, which adds a 12.5% tax on 
oil and natural gas extraction. Let the battle begin. 

AB 118 News 

Late last week, the CFRW Voting Body took a vote to SUPPORT 
Assemblyman Logue’s (R-3) AB 118. This bill would’ve suspended 
AB 32 (2006) until California could economically handle the strict 
environmental regulations AB 32 imposes on businesses. The law 
would have made sure that our unemployment was at 5.5% for 
four consecutive quarters, before AB 32 regulations could be 
implemented by the California Air Resources Board (CARB). When 
AB 32 was passed, unemployment was at 4.8%, instead of the 
staggering 12% it is at today. Your CFRW Advocate testified for 
our support in the Natural Resources Committee meeting on 
Monday in hopes the bill would pass through to Appropriations. 
Unfortunately, the bill failed 6-3. CFRW applauds Assemblyman 
Logue for his foresight in created such fiscally responsible 
legislation. But don’t worry; the battle against AB 32 is not over 
yet. Assemblyman Logue and Congressman Tom McClintock (R-4) 
are working on a similar initiative to suspend AB 32. Stay tuned! 

Legalizing Marijuana: The Pot Bill 
It looks like marijuana may soon be available legally, other than 
for medical purposes. Assemblyman Tom Ammiano (D-13) 
authored AB 390, which would legalize marijuana for persons over 
21, and it would be regulated by the Department of Alcoholic 
Beverages. The bill would create a state license for the 
commercial cultivation and sale of marijuana, much like liquor 
licenses. The bill won’t be heard by the Assembly in time for an 
official vote, but Ammiano can reintroduce the bill after January 
23rd. The State Board of Equalization stated this week that the 
state could gain $1 billion dollars from new pot taxes, but took no 
position either way. Whether or not this legislation is heard again, 
there may be a November ballot initiative to be considered by 
Secretary of State Debra Bowen on the matter called the 
“Regulate, Control and Tax Cannabis Act of 2010.”
