Each injured man or woman 
gets to pick their own quilt.  AL members, in conjunction 
with the quilt shop, have recently been making pillow 
cases from scrap materials after hearing that our troops 
are using paper pillowcases!   

Your contributions of small bottles of shampoo/
conditioner, shower caps, toothbrushes are always wel-
come.  Gently used paperback books are appreciated as 
are magazines. 

I've been able to obtain some names/addresses from 
members of the AL who have relatives serving over-
seas.  Another way to help is through Vet Connect in San-
ta Rosa (they meet each month at the Vet's Building in 
Sonoma in order to provide information on benefits for 
Vets or their survivors).  They also collect furniture in San-
ta Rosa for returning Vets who are trying to set up a 
household.   

While the Post Office now has large boxes made especial-
ly for the troops, the postage remains high when many 
boxes are being shipped.  Your dollars are used for pur-
chasing items not donated, shipping tape and postage.  
A few months ago Tina Grippi donated Valentine Cards 
which were made by the children at the Sunshine 
School.  You know everyone loves to receive a valentine 
and I hope to expand on that theme next year. 

Thank you all for your contributions throughout the 
year.  I've received personal letters from the recipients 
and they are so very grateful.

Why Can’t We Just Get Along? 
 

We had a powerful presentation about the current issue of Sharia compliant financial laws on Wall 
Street and in the financial markets of the world by Peter Friedman at our last meeting. Many of us were 
greatly surprised that in our own retirement/investment portfolios we may be inadvertently supporting 
Islamic terrorist groups and the establishment of Sharia law. Even in the United States of America, 
through the partnership of academia and government, we have efforts to accommodate Sharia law re-
quirements in our financial practices. 

We expect religious freedom for ourselves in our country, why should we not make it easy for Muslims 
in this country to do the same? After all, shouldn’t we be nice and tolerant with everybody.  Here is the 
difficulty, and let us always remember that ideas have consequences.  Most of us who grew up going to 
church learned the Golden Rule. “Do to others as you would have them do to you.” (Luke 6:31) The 
Golden Rule implies that we treat others with the respect that we wish from them. There is an inherent 
respect for the personhood of others. Webster’s 1828 Dictionary of the American Language defines re-
spect as “That estimation of honor in which men hold the distinguished worth or substantial good quali-
ties of others. It expresses less than reverence and veneration, which regard elders and superiors; 
whereas respect may regard juniors and inferiors.” This is the kind of respect we ideally give to every-
one. It does not imply that we condone wrong or law breaking, but we do acknowledge the equality of 
personhood, and equality before the law. 

One problem with establishing Sharia protecting law for Muslims is that Islam and Sharia law do not rec-
ognize the equality of persons.  Sharia law believes that non Islamic governments and culture must be 
converted to Islam. If a non Muslim lives in an Islamic country, he must be converted, be killed, or live 
as a humiliated slave. There is no respect for the personhood of an infidel (a non Islamic Christian, Jew, 
Atheist, etc). “The Sharia treats slaves, women and dhimmis (subjugated non Muslim men) as inferior 
before the law to free, male Muslims.” 1  

This is the reason that good people of this country must not “just be nice” about the acceptance and ac-
commodation of Sharia law. We must expect everyone who lives in the United States of America to 
acknowledge and live by our Constitution and principles. We must insist on the equality of persons, but 
not the equality of all ideas and cultures.

In honor of Ronald Reagan’s 100th birthday celebration, which took place on February 6th, 2011,  
a look back at his achievements during his two term Presidency. 

 

¶ Reagan released Hostages in Iran (Carter left office with hostages in Iran) 

¶ Reagan introduced “Reaganomics”, including tax cuts, tax reform, reduction in welfare (Carter left office with 
an inflation rate of 12%, unemployment 11% and Prime interest of 21%) 

¶ Reagan slashed taxes from a 70% top bracket in 1981 to 28% in 1986, a doubling of the amount of rev-
enue going into government coffers, and a wave of prosperity that America rode from 1983 until 2001. 

¶ Reagan deregulated the airline industry, including breaking the air traffic controllers union, Reagan deregulat-
ed transportation. 

¶ 20 million new jobs were created during Reagan’s Presidency. 

¶ Reagan rebuilt the Military and had a foreign policy of peace through force. 

¶ SDI:  Reagan’s much derided “Star Wars Program” not only helped convince the Soviets that they couldn’t 
compete with America, but the missile defense system possibly as early as 2004, is an outgrowth of the pro-
gram Reagan promoted. 

¶ Reagan ended the “Cold War” with the Soviet Union.  When Reagan came into office, détente was the policy 
of the day.  Instead of cooperating with the Soviets, Reagan forced them to try to keep up with America’s mas-
sive military budget.  Within a few years, the Soviet Union ceased their attempts.

NO on SB 48! ACTION ALERT! 

The California Federation of Republican Women’s Voting Body 
voted this week to OPPOSE SB 48 (Leno, D-3), Prohibition of Dis-
criminatory Content in Instruction. SB 48 claims that it is neces-
sary for equality sake to include in public instruction the study 
“of the role and contributions of Native Americans, African 
Americans, Mexican Americans, Asian Americans, Pacific Is-
landers, European Americans, lesbian, gay, bisexual, and 
transgender (LGBT) Americans and other ethnic and cultural 
groups, to the development of California and the United States.” 
What the bills fails to address is the negative impact this may 
cause in our public schools on our impressionable children. Ac-
cording to this law, all textbooks would have to include the 
Democrat’s idea of social and racial diversity; any other text-
book would be prohibited. There is also no “opt-out” option for 
parents who do not wish for their children to be taught gay, 

bisexual, or transgender lessons. This is clearly the LGBT agenda 
being forced into our K-12 public schools and protected by the 
law.

Currently we are working on a page of our website 
where Californians can submit evidence of harmful regulations, 
boards that serve duplicate or contradictory functions, commis-
sions that misuse authority, etc. We will chronicle these abuses 
and use the evidence to put pressure on the Democrats to final-
ly get rid of these unnecessary boards, bureaus, agencies, com-
mittees and commissions!

Morning Bell: Gov. Scott Walker 
Sits Down With Heritage and An-
swers the Tough Questions

MADISON, Wis. — Teachers’ unions and 
representatives of every liberal interest 
group in the country may have taken 
over the streets of Madison for demon-
strations, marches and speeches, but 
inside the Wisconsin governor’s mansion 
its chief tenant remains calm and reso-
lute. The Badger State’s budget will be 
balanced, Gov. Scott Walker (R) assured 
The Heritage Foundation in a one-on-one 
interview. The stakes in Wisconsin are 
high not just here, but across America. 

“I’ve said all along the protesters have 
every right to be there, but I’m not going 
to let tens of thousands overload or over-
shadow the millions of people in Wiscon-
sin, the taxpayers of the state, who want 
us to do the right thing and balance the 
budget,” Gov. Walker told us. (Click here 
to watch the interview.) 

Fourteen state Senate Democrats fled to 
Illinois last week, preventing a quorum 
and blocking passage of Walker’s budget 
repair bill. But that doesn’t dissuade Gov. 

Walker. He told Heritage he would prefer 
to see the stalemate last indefinitely ra-
ther than compromise on his principles. 

For the strength to stand so firmly, Gov. 
Walker said he draws on his past experi-
ence as Milwaukee County executive—a 
fiscal conservative leading a county that 
voted overwhelmingly for President 
Obama in 2008 by a margin of 67% to 
32%. 

The political role model Gov. Walker 
looks up to is also important, as it is none 
other than President Ronald Reagan. Of 
Reagan, Gov. Walker said, “He knew who 
he was, he knew where he was going and 
he did what he had to do to get there.” 

Reagan was no stranger to bold and diffi-
cult decisions, and Gov. Walker said he 
was prepared to follow in the former 
president’s footsteps for as long as he 
served in office. 

In 1981, about six months after taking 
office, Reagan defined the tenor of his 
administration with his own bold decision 
to fire more than 11,000 air traffic con-
trollers who ignored the president’s or-
ders to return to work. Reagan emerged 
victorious, his presidency emboldened by 
the conflict. 

The stakes were high for Reagan then—
he risked an enormous public backlash by 
disrupting commercial air travel—and 
they’re high for Gov. Walker now. In 
many ways, Wisconsin will be the proto-
type for other deficit-laden states whose 
leaders attempt to balance their budgets. 

Gov. Walker is aware of just what Wis-
consin—and the rest of the country—
stands to gain or lose with the ultimate 
outcome of this debate. That’s precisely 
why he insists the outcome be a balanced 
budget. For that, he’ll endure personal 
insults, the comparisons to deposed 
Egyptian leader Hosni Mubarak and Nazi 
dictator Adolf Hitler. He’ll face days of 
chanting outside his window and threats 
to his safety. 

In fact, Gov. Walker is not merely endur-
ing—he’s “feeling good,” he said. He’s 
even found something in common with 
the protesters: They share the same taste 
in music. The songs blaring over the loud-
speaker take him back to his college and 
high school days. 

The music’s not the only aspect of the 
protests Gov. Walker appreciates. He’s 
also grateful they’ve remained peace-
ful—even this weekend, when his sup-
porters turned up to counter the protest-
ers. Maybe that’s why Gov. Walker 
seems so grounded even in the midst of 
the churning: He’s appreciative of, rather 
than worried about, what the protests 
signify—that the people of Madison, 
those on both sides of the issue, care 
enough to come to the Capitol to debate. 

But that’s where he draws the line, prom-
ising to remain committed to his princi-
ples in the face of adversity. “We have to 
be clear and realistic about our challeng-
es,” he said, “but optimistic about our 
solutions.”

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It's Never Wǳǎǘ the 
Economy, Stupid

The following is adapted from a speech 
delivered on January 7, 2011, in the 
“First Principles on First Fridays” lecture 
series sponsored by Hillsdale’s Kirby 
Center for Constitutional Studies and 
Citizenship in Washington, D.C. 

WE ARE OFTEN TOLD that we possess the 
most powerful military in the world and 
that we will face no serious threat for 
some time to come. We are comforted 
with three reassurances aimed at de-
flecting any serious discussion of national 
security: (1) that Islam is a religion of 
peace; (2) that we will never go to war 
with China because our economic inter-
ests are intertwined; and (3) that Ameri-
ca won the Cold War and Russia is no 
longer our enemy. But these reassuranc-
es are myths, propagated on the right 
and left alike. We believe them at our 
peril, because serious threats are already 
upon us.  

Let me begin with Islam. We were as-
sured that it was a religion of peace im-
mediately following September 11. Presi-
dent Bush, a good man, believed or was 
persuaded that true Islam was not that 
different from Judaism or Christianity. He 
said in a speech in October 2001, just a 
month after the attacks on the Twin Tow-
ers and the Pentagon: “Islam is a vibrant 
faith. . . . We honor its traditions. Our 
enemy does not. Our enemy doesn’t fol-
low the great traditions of Islam. They’ve 
hijacked a great religion.” But unfortu-
nately, Mr. Bush was trying to under-
stand Islam as we would like it to be ra-
ther than how countless devout Muslims 
understand it. 

Organizationally, Islam is built around a 
belief in God or Allah, but it is equally a 
political ideology organized around the 
Koran and the teachings of its founder 
Muhammad. Whereas Christianity teach-
es that we should render unto Caesar 
what is Caesar’s and unto God what is 

God’s—allowing for a non-theocratic 
political tradition to develop in the West, 
culminating in the principles of civil and 
religious liberty in the American found-
ing—Islam teaches that to disagree with 
or even reinterpret the Koran’s 6000 odd 
verses, organized into 114 chapters or 
Suras and dealing as fully with law and 
politics as with matters of faith, is punish-
able by death. 

Islamic authorities of all the major 
branches of Islam hold that the Koran 
must be read so that the parts written 
last override the others. This so-called 
theory of abrogation means that the rul-
ing parts of the Koran are those written 
after Muhammad went to Medina in 622 
A.D. Specifically, they are Suras 9 and 5, 
which are not the Suras containing the 
verses often cited as proof of Islam’s 
peacefulness.  

Sura 9, verse 5, reads: “Fight and slay the 
unbelievers wherever ye find them, and 
lie in wait for them in every stratagem of 
war. But if they repent, and establish 
regular prayers and practice regular char-
ity, then open the way for them . . . .”  

Sura 9, verse 29, reads: “Fight those who 
believe not in Allah nor the Last Day, nor 
hold that forbidden which hath been for-
bidden by Allah and His Apostle, nor 
acknowledge the religion of truth, even if 
they are of the 40 people of the Book, 
until they pay the jizya with willing sub-
mission, and feel themselves subdued.” 

Sura 5, verse 51, reads: “Oh ye who be-
lieve! Take not the Jews and the Chris-
tians for your friends and protectors; 
they are but friends and protectors to 
each other. And he amongst you that 
turns to them for friendship is of them. 
Verily Allah guideth not the unjust.” 

And Sura 3, verse 28, introduces the doc-
trine of taqiyya, which holds that Mus-
lims should not be friends with the infidel 
except as deception, always with the end 
goal of converting, subduing, or destroy-
ing him. 

It is often said that to point out these 
verses is to cherry pick unfairly the most 
violent parts of the Koran. In response, I 
assert that we must try to understand 
Muslims as they understand themselves. 
And I hasten to add that the average 
American Muslim does not understand 
the Koran with any level of detail. So I am 
not painting a picture here of the average 
Muslim. I am trying to understand those 
Muslims, both here in the U.S. and 
abroad, who actively seek the destruc-
tion of America.  

Here at home, the threat is posed by the 
Muslim Brotherhood and its organiza-
tional arms, such as the Council on Amer-
ican Islamic Relations, the Islamic Society 
of North America, and the various Mus-
lim student associations. These groups 
seek to persuade Americans that Islam is 
a religion of peace. But let me quote to 
you from a document obtained during 
the 2007 Holy Land Trial investigating 
terrorist funding. It is a Muslim Brother-
hood Strategic Memorandum on North 
American Affairs that was approved by 
the Shura Council and the Organizational 
Conference in 1987. It speaks of 
“Enablement of Islam in North America, 
meaning: establishing an effective and a 
stable Islamic Movement led by the Mus-
lim Brotherhood which adopts Muslims’ 
causes domestically and globally, and 
which works to expand the observant 
Muslim base, aims at unifying and di-
recting Muslims’ efforts, presents Islam 
as a civilization alternative, and supports 
the global Islamic State wherever it is.”  

Elsewhere this document says: 

The process of settlement is a 
“Civilization-Jihadist Process” with all the 
means. The Ikhwan *the Muslim Brother-
hood+ must understand that their work in 
America is a kind of grand Jihad in elimi-
nating and destroying the Western civili-
zation from within and “sabotaging” its 
miserable house by their hands and the 
hands of the believers so that it is elimi-
nated and Allah’s religion is made victori-
ous over all other religions. Without this 
level of understanding, we are not up to 
this challenge and have not prepared 
ourselves for Jihad yet. It is a Muslim’s 
destiny to perform Jihad and work wher-
ever he is and wherever he lands until 
the final hour comes. 

Now during the Bush Administration, the 
number of Muslims in the U.S. was typi-
cally estimated to be around three mil-
lion. The Pew Research Center in 2007 
estimated it to be 2.35 million. In 2000, 
the Council on American Islamic Rela-
tions put the number at five million. And 
President Obama in his Cairo speech two 
years ago put it at seven million.

The Real Revolution Has Begun

How delicious is irony, how fickle fate?   
Just a little more than two years ago, liberals were ecstatic 
about Barack Obama's election and Democrats' control of Con-
gress.  Liberal pundits were all atwitter about the brand new 
Democratic Era that voters had ushered in.  America would 
finally become what America should have been years ago: a 
European-style social democracy.   

Boy, did Democrats misread their mandate!  With very little 
hindsight needed, it's apparent to all but ideologically-
blinkered liberals that the Democrats' gross overreach isn't 
what voters wanted or expected.  Voters wanted a redo of the 
Clinton years.  Instead, in the person of Barack Obama, voters 
got an amalgam of FDR and LBJ with a dash of Neville Cham-
berlin thrown in.   

But here's the real kicker.  Two years of Obama-Reid-Pelosi 
overreach and excesses may have been the table-setter for the 
real revolution now unfolding.  Voters and taxpayers first need-
ed to see the irresponsibility and recklessness of unalloyed 
liberalism to appreciate that conservative government is far 
superior.  Thank you, Barack Obama, Nancy Pelosi, and Harry 
Reid. 

Of course, the real revolution began last year with the 2010 
midterm elections.  Yes, the GOP made the largest gains in U.S. 
House seats since 1948.  But the underappreciated story is that 
the GOP racked up huge gains in state legislative contests, and 
further down ballot, Republicans swept plenty of local offices.  
State legislatures control congressional redistricting.  Republi-
cans now dominate enough key statehouses to lock-in GOP 
congressional electoral advantages for a decade.       

Had voters limited their ballots to throwing out the rascals in 
Congress, a fair argument could be made that 2010 was just a 
protest vote -- an attempt by voters to shake up the Demo-
crats.  But when voters drill down to change party control of 
legislatures, city halls, and county commissions, you can bet 
that they're thoroughly repudiating the party in power.  The 
2010 repudiation of Democrats was a clear expression of what 
voters did and didn't want from government. 

Move now to the present time.  Republicans are on the march 
in Congress.  Late last week, House Republicans passed a budg-
et bill containing $61 billion in cuts.  It's not the $100 billion 
that conservatives aimed for, but it's substantial and can be 
considered a down payment.  The House Republican proposal 
now goes to the Senate.  The budget process wrangling is just 
in its first phase.  Moving forward, the GOP will have multiple 
opportunities to push more cuts.   

And look what else House Republicans are doing.  They're using 
the budget process to hamstring Obamacare by denying it 
funding.  Shutting down and then nixing ObamaCare would be 
an historic victory in the fight to end liberalism's nearly hun-
dred-year dominance; it would be one of those critical turning 
points in history -- like Vicksburg and Gettysburg -- a momen-
tum shifter that leads to other key victories, such as entitle-
ments reform.  

Also, Indiana Republican Mike Pence offered and passed an 

amendment cutting funding for the odious abor-
tion mill called Planned Parenthood.  Another 
amendment, offered by Oregon Republican Greg 
Walden, that passed, chokes off funds for the Federal Commu-
nications Commission's net-neutrality gambit.  Net -neutrality 
would concentrate more power in the FCC's hands and stymie 
free speech across the internet.  Net-neutrality could well have 
been made in China.   

Of course, the revolution just beginning isn't confined to the 
Halls of Congress.  Chris Christie, New Jersey's intrepid Republi-
can governor, fired the first shots last year in the burgeoning 
struggle to bring sanity back to state affairs.  Christie's efforts 
aren't limited to balancing state budgets and reining in taxes, 
important as those things are.  Christie is working to limit gov-
ernment and expand the playing field for the private sector.  As 
we're seeing, government without proper limits is a ruinous 
beast.  California is a prime example.      

Now newly elected Wisconsin Governor Scott Walker is making 
headlines because he dares to say that his state is broke and 
that the public employees' gravy train needs to end.  Governor 
Walker wants to end collective bargaining for public employ-
ees, excepting police and firefighters, on the simple, common 
sense premise that employees shouldn't be negotiating the 
hours they work, among other things.   

In Ohio, Governor John Kasich is gearing up to slash budgets, 
rollback taxes, cut regulations, and confront the Buckeye 
State's public employee unions.  There'll be fireworks aplenty 
in Columbus.   

Thomas Jefferson is being proven right again.  The states are 
the laboratories of democracy.  Christie, Kasich, and Walker are 
seeking to demonstrate that limited, financially responsible 
government is best for economic and societal health.  If suc-
cessful -- and we should all have high confidence that these 
governors will succeed -- the lessons will not be lost on voters 
and politicians in other states.  Revolutions are like that; it 
takes just a few courageous leaders to embolden others and 
for revolutions to spread. 

A marvelous, if unintended, consequence of this burgeoning 
conservative revolution is what it's doing to liberalism.  The 
budding conservative revolution is starting to place strains on 
liberalism; beginning to make liberals and their allies fight de-
fensive battles in multiple -- and multiplying -- places.  Call this 
a modified Cloward-Piven -- or Cloward-Piven turned on its 
masters.   

Challenging liberal governance, and pressing limited govern-
ment reforms, will help bring down liberalism across the na-
tion.  And that should be an indisputable aim of the new con-
servative revolution.  Liberalism became a pox on the nation 
years ago.  Marginalizing liberalism would be an incomparable 
service to generations to come -- and to those kids being lied to 
now by too many Wisconsin teachers.   

"Change We Can Believe In."  Mr. Obama's slogan always had a 
nice ring to it, but it was misapplied and a little ahead of its 
time.  With the conservative revolution, change we can really 
believe in has arrived.  How's that for rich irony?
