NFRW 36th Biennial Convention

It was a most exciting time due to the wonderful 
speakers.

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Thanksgiving Day 
For what were the Pilgrims thankful on that first American Thanksgiving in 1621? They were pro-
foundly thankful that God in his Providence had enabled them to live in the New World where 
they could live according to their spiritual beliefs.   

It was not faith in God that set the English Pilgrims apart from other English Christians, both Cath-
olic and Protestant. Rather, it was that the Pilgrims had read the New Testament, and they want-
ed to live in the way the Christians of the New Testament had. This meant they did not want to be 
part of the Church of England. They wanted to organize their own church, with everyone being 
equal under God. The Pilgrims, unlike the Puritans who wanted to change the Church of England 
and compel everyone to live by their Congregational understanding, only wanted to be left alone 
to live and worship as they believed. However, the King and the Church of England declared that it 
was illegal to worship outside the official church. Since the Pilgrims followed their conscience and 
worshipped in private, they were constantly risking imprisonment and harassment from their 
neighbors.  

Thus in 1609, after many setbacks, the Scrooby Pilgrims fled to Holland where there was more re-
ligious freedom. There they remained until 1620 when the increasing Dutch/Spanish conflict, the 
rise of religious unrest, and economic hardship began to threaten their religious freedom. In Sep-
tember of 1620 they set sail from Plymouth, England for the New World. Once again, the Pilgrims 
were confronted with adversity. One of the two ships broke down and it was necessary for all one 
hundred six people in their party to travel on the Mayflower, a ship built to hold only fifty people. 
After three months of sea sickness, crowding below deck, and spoiled food, they disembarked at 
New Plymouth, on the coast of what we now know as Massachusetts.  Cold rains, starvation and 
illness were to kill half of the settlers by spring.  Through this time, the people nursed the sick, 
buried the dead, built houses, and planted crops. 

In spite of all the grief and hardship, in the fall “They resolved, therefore, with public rejoicings to 
keep what may be called their Feast of Tabernacles. In this way and at the end of their first year in 
the colony commenced the New England festival of Thanksgiving Day. . .  This time of rest after 
toil was observed also as a time of praise for mercies received. They placed it upon record that 
they had ‘found the Lord to be with them in all their ways, and to bless their outgoings and incom-
ings, for which,” said they, ‘let His holy name have the praise for ever to all posterity!” (Brown, 
John. The Pilgrim Fathers, p 214-215.)

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The Final Count 
Earlier this week, Governor Brown made his final decision on ap-
proximately 700 bills left on his desk. To his credit, he vetoed a 
great deal, but unfortunately signed and passed a few terrible bills 
for California. Governor Brown ends this legislative session with 
these stats: 760 bills signed into law, 128 bills vetoed and 1 bill 
allowed to pass without the Governor’s signature. Below is a short 
list of bills the CFRW Legislative team tracked; some with official 
CFRW positions, some without.

Stop SB 48 Fails 

The initiative effort to repeal SB 48 (Leno, D-3) has failed to collect 
enough signatures by the Secretary of State’s deadline. We sup-
ported the effort to repeal this horrible law and many of our mem-
bers collected signatures for the referendum. Thank you so much 
for all your hard work. By the numbers, the initiative needed ap-
proximately 504,000 signatures and a little more than 497,000 
were collected. This is a great accomplishment!  But the battle to 
repeal SB 48 is not over. There are other ways that citizens can 
abolish bad laws, and those options are being weighed by the Cap-
itol Resources Institute. We will support the efforts, so stay tuned!

RNC Chairman Reince Priebus: 

“It’s another day in the campaign life of 
President Obama, and he’s bringing his re-
election tour to Nevada, ground zero for 
the damaging effects of his failed econom-
ic policies…The Campaigner-In-Chief’s trip 
to Las Vegas is to solicit campaign funds 
from the same city…where he warned 
Americans not to ‘blow a bunch of cash.’ 

“Obama’s so-called jobs bill is nothing but 
a rehash of the same failed policies that 
he tried to…shove down the throats of 
Americans back a year and a half ago, and 
he’s trying it again. 

“Barack Obama is all about campaigning 
all the time. And since it appears that this 
trip is primarily…a Western fundraising 
swing, which, by the way, the taxpayers 
are going to end up paying for, it’s clear 
that the president is more concerned 
about saving his own job than the 
13.4%...unemployed in Nevada. 

“I think it’s worth noting that this presi-
dent has an absolute love affair with the 
sound of his own voice, but, unfortunately 
for Americans, he’s not in love with fol-

lowing through on his promises. He made 
some specific promises over the years… 
First, that he’d cut the deficit in half by the 
end of his first term, and what did he do? 
He introduced the biggest structural defi-
cit in the history of America. Number two, 
he said he’d get the debt under control, 
and…we’re about to bury our kids and 
grandkids in an avalanche of debt… 

“Next year’s election is going to hinge on 
the economy, and people in Nevada are 
going to ask themselves a question as to 
whether or not they are better off today 
than they were 3 or 4 years ago based on 
the efforts of this president. And I think 
the answer to that question has been 
clearly no.” 

Congressman Joe Heck: 

“Chairman Priebus hit the nail on the 
head. Nevada needs leaders committed to 
job creating policies not one whose cen-
tral job policy is saving his own. 

“My colleagues and I in Washington are 
following through on our promise to work 
on creating an environment that facilitates 
job creation. Republicans in the House of 
Representatives have passed over a dozen 
jobs bills but only two have been signed 
into law. Now, we are trying to get those 

‘forgotten fifteen’ bills that are just lan-
guishing in the Senate brought to the floor 
for a vote. 

“Struggling families and businesses across 
Nevada know that private sector job 
growth is the key to turning around our 
economy not another round of stimulus. 
Contrary to some people’s thinking, pri-
vate sector jobs aren’t doing just fine. 
Americans want both parties to work to-
gether to solve our country’s problems 
and that’s exactly what we should do. 

“Despite the differences between the par-
ties, there are many ideas that both sides 
already agree on, and we should start by 
turning those into law. As an example, my 
‘Welcoming Business Travelers and Tour-
ists to America Act’ will create as many as 
1.3 million jobs and generate 859 billion 
dollars in the U.S. economy, at zero cost 
to the U.S. taxpayer. It also has broad bi-
partisan support beyond the twenty co-
sponsors. After all, how often do you see 
the Huffington Post agree with the Herit-
age Foundation that a bill is a smart way 
to create jobs in America? So, it’s time for 
Washington to prove that it is listening, 
and it is time for Washington to provide 
some substance and not just pretense.”

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Executive Power in Wartime 
(excerpts taken from speech) 

October 2011 
Michael Mukasey 

Former U.S. Attorney General 

Michael Mukasey served as the Attorney General 
of the United States from 2007-2009, as a U.S. 
district judge for the Southern District of New 
York from 1988-2006, and as an assistant U.S. 
attorney for that same district from 1972-1976. 
In 1995, he presided over the trial of Sheik Omar 
Abdel Rahman and others for a plot to blow up 
New York area landmarks. He received his B.A. 
from Columbia University and his LL.B. from Yale 
Law School. 

The following is adapted from a speech delivered 
in Washington, D.C., on September 15, 2011, at 
the Second Annual Constitution Day Celebration 
sponsored by Hillsdale College’s Allan P. Kirby, Jr. 
Center for Constitutional Studies and Citizenship. 

President Obama campaigned for office 
largely on the claim that his predecessor 
had shredded the Constitution. By the Con-
stitution, he could not have meant the doc-
ument signed on September 17, 1787. Arti-
cle II of that document begins with a simple 
declaration: “The executive Power shall be 
vested in a President of the United States of 
America.” Not “some” or “most” or even 
“all but a teeny-weeny bit” of the executive 
power. The President is vested with all of it. 
This is particularly noteworthy when com-
pared with the enumerated legislative pow-
ers vested in Congress: “All legislative Pow-
ers herein granted.” …………….. 

Perhaps, then, candidate Obama was think-
ing of the Bill of Rights in claiming that Pres-
ident Bush shredded the Constitution. But 
leaving that question aside for now, let us 
consider how President Obama has fared in 
undoing the Bush policies he opposed. He 
began dramatically in January 2009 by issu-
ing a series of executive orders. According 
to one, Guantanamo was to be closed with-
in a year. Even though the principal planner 
of September 11, Khalid Sheikh Moham-
med, or KSM, had announced that he would 
plead guilty before a military tribunal at 
Guantanamo, the Justice Department an-
nounced in November 2009 that the mili-
tary commission was cancelled. Instead, 
KSM would be brought to the mainland 
United States to stand trial. In response, 
Congress passed a statute, relying on its 
constitutionally-enumerated power of the 
purse, directing that no federal funds be 
used to bring any detainee from Guantana-
mo to the U.S. As a result, the Guantanamo 
military commission trial for KSM and other 

detainees charged in connection with Sep-
tember 11 is back on.  

Another executive order in January 2009 
suspended the CIA interrogation program. 
Instead of these allegedly disgraceful and 
unconstitutional interrogation techniques, it 
was announced that anyone acting on be-
half of the U.S. government, even a highly 
trained CIA operative seeking sensitive se-
curity-related information, is limited by the 
Army Field Manual. This manual—because 
it was drafted for general use—is pitched to 
the capabilities of the most junior recruit in 
the field interrogating someone he has just 
captured. In fact, it has been available on 
the Internet for years and has been used by 
terrorists as a training manual for resisting 
interrogation.  

…………………. 

What do we lose in this process? With the 
would-be Christmas Day bomber Umar Fa-
rouk Abdulmutallab, we lost the chance at 
information about who had built his bomb. 
From bombs that have shown up in packag-
es originating in Yemen, it appears that the 
same bomb maker is still in business, and he 
is believed to be responsible for a bomb 
that injured Prince Mohammed Bin Nayef, 
the man largely responsible for Saudi Ara-
bia’s counter-terrorism efforts. 

Although Guantanamo remains open, the 
President remains committed to closing it. 
…………………. 

The administration also remains committed 
to figuring out a way to release those de-
tained in Guantanamo, despite the fact that 
at least 20 percent of Guantanamo alumni 
have returned to the battlefield. We know 
that figure because 20 percent have been 
recaptured or killed. How many others are 
still in the fight is anyone’s guess. 

So after all of this, where do we stand? The 
intelligence gathering techniques adopted 
and followed during the preceding admin-
istration not only remain on the books but 
are actively pursued. And thanks to a vigor-
ous and courageous exercise of the Article II 
Commander-in-Chief power, and the splen-
did performance of a team of Navy Seals, 
Osama bin Laden is dead………………. 

What bin Laden stood for was Islamism, 
which—insofar as it holds the U.S. in a 
weird combination of awe and contempt—
has been incubating for about as long as we 
have known about the other two “isms” 
that we successfully conquered in the last 
century. As a movement distinct from the 
religion of Islam itself, Islamism traces back 
to Egypt in the 1920s, when the loosely or-
ganized Muslim Brotherhood was estab-
lished by a man named Hassan al-Banna.  

…….. 

Many members of the Brotherhood fled to 
Saudi Arabia, where they found refuge and 
ideological sustenance. ………... 

That history did not come to these shores 
on September 11—or even on February 26, 
1993, when a truck bomb detonated in the 
basement of the World Trade Center, killing 
six and wounding hundreds. It came at the 
latest in the 1980s, when a couple of FBI 
agents spotted a group of men taking what 
looked like particularly aggressive target 
practice in Calverton, Long Island. When 
they approached, they were accused of 
what we now call racial profiling, and they 
backed off. ……………. 

At the time, all of this was treated as a se-
ries of crimes—unconventional crimes, to 
be sure, but crimes nevertheless. This de-
spite the fact that in 1996, and again in 
1998, Osama bin Laden declared that he 
and his cohorts were at war with the United 
States. 

In 1998, the American embassies in Nairobi, 
Kenya, and Dar es Salaam, Tanzania, were 
bombed almost simultaneously. Again the 
criminal law was invoked, this time in an 
indictment that named Osama bin Laden as 
a defendant. ……….. 

Then came September 11, and to the call 
“bring them to justice” was added the call 
“bring justice to them.” We were told that 
we were at war more than 50 years after 
Sayyid Qutb determined that Islamists 
would have to make war on us, about 15 
years after Islamists had made it clear that 
they were training for war with us, and five 
years after Osama bin Laden made it official 
with a declaration of war. 

In fighting Islamism, we are handicapped at 
the strategic level by the refusal of those in 
authority to acknowledge the goals of our 
adversaries. ……………… 

This is a profoundly anti-democratic move-
ment at its core, and it regards the whole 
idea of man-made law as anathema. In-
stead, we try to be inoffensive by using a 
term that originated in the administration in 
which I served, and we refer to a war on 
terror or terrorism. People who wish to 
quibble about what it is we are at war with 
take the discussion off into absurdity.  

……………...The principal beneficiary of popu-
lism is more likely to be the Muslim Broth-
erhood than the local spokesman for Face-
book. The credo of the Muslim Brotherhood 
is succinct and chilling: Allah is our goal, the 
Prophet Muhammad is our leader, the 
Qu’ran is our constitution, jihad is our way, 
and death in the way of Allah is our prom-
ised endΦ                   όŎƻƴǝƴǳŜŘ ƻƴ ǇŀƎŜмлύ 
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What is America? What is this country fundamentally about? 
By and large, pundits and politicians on the right and the left 
don’t seem to get it. Some come close, but there is a wide-
spread failure to explain why the Founders established this re-
public. 

On this date in history, two of the clearest expressions of the 
American ideal were first articulated. 

On October 27, 1787, a young Alexander Hamilton, writing un-
der the pen name Publius, published the first Federalist paper 
in New York’s Independent Journal. In the very first paragraph, 
he laid out the implications for “mankind” of the momentous 
choice before the American people: 

*I+t seems to have been reserved to the people of this country, 
by their conduct and example, to decide the important ques-
tion, whether societies of men are really capable or not of es-
tablishing good government from reflection and choice, or 
whether they are forever destined to depend for their political 
constitutions on accident and force. 

At stake in the debate to ratify the Constitution was more than 
“your liberty, your dignity, and your happiness”—important as 
they were and remain: Americans were embarking on an ex-
periment in self-government that would, if successful, vindicate 
man before all the princes, kings, and assorted thinkers who 
had firmly denied that men could govern themselves. 

At the heart of the Founding, as James Madison would later 
explain in Federalist No. 39, was “that honorable determina-
tion, which animates every votary of freedom, to rest all of our 

political experiments on the capacity of mankind for self-
government.” 

One hundred and seventy-seven years later, on October 27, 
1964, Ronald Reagan, a former actor who had only recently 
started dabbling in politics, delivered a speech entitled “A Time 
for Choosing” in support of Senator Barry Goldwater’s presi-
dential run. The choice Reagan asked his audience to make was 
not simply between Goldwater and LBJ but between two views 
of America—one rooted in the Founding, the other in the pro-
gressive liberalism: 

This is the issue of this election: whether we believe in our ca-
pacity for self-government or whether we abandon the Ameri-
can revolution and confess that a little intellectual elite in a far-
distant capitol can plan our lives for us better than we can plan 
them ourselves. 

Reagan sought a counterrevolution against the Progressive 
faith in the rule of experts and the rise of the administrative 
state. He sought to reestablish the Founders’ vision of republi-
can self-government. 

Nearly 50 years later, the world has changed, in no small part 
thanks to Reagan. The choice however, remains the same: Will 
we uphold the Constitution’s republican framework of limited 
government and continue to prove that men and women are 
capable of governing themselves and running their own lives? 
Or will we embrace the Progressive faith in the rule of benevo-
lent experts—unelected, unaccountable, and largely un-
known—and entrust them with the care to issue regulations 
governing every aspect of our lives?

If the death of Osama bin Laden is more 
than simply a spasm, or an opportunity to 
engage in self-congratulation—if it helps 
provide some insight into the nature of 
what it is we are fighting—then it will have 
been significant indeed. If not, its signifi-
cance will be substantially diminished. 

…….. 

Second, note that Jarrah was radicalized 
not in the Middle East, but in the West. We 
must be aware of those in our society who 
wish to create closed ethnic zones, where 
Muslims essentially run their own affairs 
and outsiders enter only at their peril. This 
has already happened in the suburbs of 
French cities, in parts of England, and in 
other places you would not expect it such 
as Malmo, Sweden, and it allows radicaliza-
tion to go on undetected. Guidelines have 
been put in place to allow the FBI to func-
tion for the first time in its history as an 
intelligence gathering organization and not 
simply as a law enforcement agency. 

………….. 

Doing that will require an intelligent under-
standing of the part of the Constitution I 
didn’t discuss at the outset, the part that 
animated so much criticism of the Bush 
administration by those now in charge—the 
Bill of Rights. This part of the Constitution 
provides robust protection to both public 
and private activity that we value, which is 
essential for the continuation of our civic 
life. But it does not require that we close 
our eyes when there are people plainly 
setting the stage for activity that is in no 
way protected. 

The First Amendment protects free speech 
and freedom of worship. It permits preach-
ing even violence in the name of religion. 
But it does not guarantee that such speech 
will go undetected. Nor does it guarantee 
that evidence of it cannot be presented in a 
court when and if it is appropriate to 
charge that the speaker and those to whom 
he spoke understood this protected speech 
and took it as a call to unprotected action. 
………... 

The Fourth Amendment protects against 
unreasonable searches and seizures, and 
contains a separate warrant clause provid-
ing that warrants may issue only on a find-
ing of probable cause. …………. 

The Fifth and Sixth Amendments guaran-
tee due process, counsel to those accused 
of crimes, and the right to confront wit-
nesses, but their application is limited to 
trials occurring in Article III courts. ……………. 

The message lurking in the structure of the 
Constitution is that those acting lawfully 
under it deserve at least the benefit of the 
doubt when they act to protect the com-
mon good. That is not meant to be a state-
ment or a suggestion of a jurisprudential 
standard, a standard of law; but it is meant 
as a prudential standard, a standard of civ-
ics and public discourse. This standard will 
help keep intact the system that we depend 
on to preserve the nation that Abraham 
Lincoln called the last, best hope of earth—
words that are truer today than they were 
when he spoke them during another time 
of trouble.
